SETUP AND OPERATION SETUP AND OPERATION

1. Always wear gloves, eye protection and hard hat when working
with SIMpull™ Cradle.

2. If loading a 51" SIMpull™ Reel, ensure the 51" pin (6) is installed
into the 51" pin location prior to loading the reel onto cradle.

3. Pull pin (5) and swing cross bar weldment away to allow access
for SIMpull™ Reel to roll onto cradle (Fig 1).

4. Push spring lock tabs to the side and pull Reel Lock Pins (4) on
each side of cradle (Fig 2).

5. Ensure cradle loading path is free from debris to ensure SIMpull™
Reel rolls easily across the cradle.

6. Roll reel onto the cradle and position to the extreme back position,
awing Cross Bar Weldment (3) back to starting point (Fig 3) and
insert Cross Bar Lock Pin (5) to keep reel secured in place (Fig 4). - -
7. Slide Reel Lock Pin (4) towards the reel to lock into place (Fig 5). If Fig 3 Fig 4
rib on the reel obstructs the complete insertion of the Reel Lock Pin
(4), remove Reel Lock Pin (4) and insert into other pinning location to
the left or right. Pin retainers are spring loaded and will have to be
pulled to the side to insert the Reel Locking Pin (4) (Fig 6).

8. SIMpull™ Cradle can be moved by pallet truck (Fig 7) or by forklift
(Fig 8) using one of the two sets of fork pockets on the cradle.

INSPECTION

Inspection Check List

¢ Make sure overall condition of payoff system is good and
there is no visible damage that could possibly affect the
Reels operation.

¢ Make sure all 4 chocks are attached to flanges where indicated.

e Make sure proper labeling (as indicated elsewhere in this manual)
is on flanges.

¢ Check attached GPS for tampering (NOTE: Any tampering with
or altercations to this payoff system are strictly prohibited.)

¢ Check the Shock and Impact Indicator (NOTE: If showing RED
please contact your Southwire Distributor before accepting material
or further using the material.)



NOTE: Make sure appropriate equipment is available
for unloading.

¢ Unload on level surface using a forklift or other industrial
lift device rated to lift the Reels weight.

e After being unloaded from the delivering vehicle,
the SIMpull™ Reel payoff system can be rolled and/or
maneuvered to desired location.

NOTE: PAYOFF TENSION ADJUSTMENT is not a lock,
it is intended to be used to adjust the Payoff speed by
applying drag tension.

This will prevent the Reel from free-spinning and paying
off additional slack wire.

/N WARNING: DO NOT stand in front of reel or between
reel and other equipment during payoff.

- Always chock the SIMpull™ Reel payoff system
(as shown in the illustration above using the included chocks

when paying off cable and when the Reel is not in use,
to prevent the Reel from rolling unintentionally).
